SYNOPSIS OF THE ARMENIAN SERMON

[bookmark: _GoBack]After resurrecting from the dead and spending forty days with his disciples, in his final farewell before his ascension back to heaven, he called his disciples and commanded them to go out to all nations and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 
By commissioning his disciples to this task, Jesus did the following: 
1. He asked them to first make disciples, and then baptize them. 
2. He asked them to go to all nations, not just the Israelites. Salvation was now available to anyone who believed in his death and resurrection. 
3. Believing in Jesus’ death and resurrection is the real death; baptism follows as a symbol and testimony of our commitment to Jesus to follow him all the days of our lives.
